Week two was onto a little lighter fare, with a spirited look at DFAC’s upcoming wearable ART fashion show. This third week has the ever-changing group taking a stab at interpreting Albertus Seba’s eighteenth century natural history classic, The Cabinet of Natural Curiosities. 
Upcoming weeks will be tackling themes that range from the ever popular Graffiti, through the greening of the environment and of course those childhood favorites, dragons and monsters.
Designed by DFAC’s Director of Youth Education, Todd Still, Mural Madness has been a popular addition to the Dunedin Fine Art Center’s traditionally popular summer camp offerings. Working on this larger scale involves a whole different set of skills explains Mr. Still.  In addition to working with traditional media, a good deal of math is required to scale up the designs to mural size. “Working this large presents its own set of challenges.” he concludes.
