MATERIALS LIST

Coupons for Masterpiece Art Supply of Clearwater are located in our DFAC class catalogue
Sketch book, about 8 x 10 or 9 x 12", preferably spiral bound 



(or a generous supply of white bond paper, 8 1/2 x 11", with storage envelope)

2-3 Graphite Pencils 


(Most useful are HB, 2B, 4B; you may also want H, 2H and 6B- not charcoal)


Sets in tins are nice, but not necessary. If nothing else, bring a couple of #2's.


Other drawing tools will be discussed.

A "Graphite stick," #2 or 4B 


Available at most art supply stores; one will be available to share in class

Kneaded eraser (Gray putty type, sold individually in plastic wrapper)



You may also want a standard "Pink Pearl" or white vinyl eraser

Text- Optional, but worth having: “The New” Drawing on the Right Side of the Brain 
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by Betty Edwards (1999 edition)

A piece of clear plastic (plexiglas) or glass, 8 x 10", 1/8" thick. 

(Home center stores have pre-cut plexi for minimal cost - check where they cut glass. Masterpiece Art also carries it. You may use the glass from a cheap 8 x 10" picture frame. If glass, tape the edges.)

Use a permanent marker to draw two crosshairs on the plastic, a horizontal line and a vertical line crossing at the center of the plane. (See diagram)
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Two black “viewfinders,” 8 x 10" 
(You may use heavy paper, poster board, or other board, cut to match the glass/plexi) 
First draw diagonal lines from the corners to find the center as shown. From one, cut a rectangular opening of 4¼" x 5¼" and from the other; cut out a larger opening of 6 x 7 5/8".)
A wipe-off black felt-tip marker 


(watersoluble, like Vis-à-vis, available with school supplies in discount stores)

Two metal clips to fasten your viewfinders to the plastic picture plane

Optional, but convenient: Pencil Sharpener
(If you want a battery-operated portable, get the Panasonic KP-4A. 

It's available at Masterpiece Art, uses 4 AA's. This is the only portable that I recommend, all the other ones are a waste of money.)
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
