SUPPLY LIST
 * A sketchbook for daily practice. Spiral or bound, 5x7"
 * 18 x 24" 80-90 lb. white bond drawing pad for more developed drawings.
 * 18 " magic wand such as a dowel or clear plastic tube 
 * 8.5x11" acetate several sheets [ie. injet/overhead transparency, Mylar
 * Value scale-with holes or indentations
 * Viewfinder [cut out mat, cardboard or plastic]
 * Compressed charcoal pencils 2B, 4B, 6B (may be graded   
    soft-medium-hard).
 * Two packets of medium  vine charcoal.
 * Graphite drawing pencils 2B, 4B, 6B, and ebony 
 * REALLY good pencil sharpener[ brass, german with lower angle degree]
 * Stick graphite (6B-9B or similar) 
 * Prismacolor drawing pencils
 * Workable Fixative spray (to prevent smearing your work).
 * Krylon crystal clear finish coat [to seal your work]
 * White & black plastic  erasers (For general cleanup & drawing] 
 * Kneaded eraser ( can be formed into points for focused erasure)  
     Optionally, common eraser holder pens  for focused erasure. 
 * Tortillons- paper blending sticks
 * Masonite drawing board. Many on the market come with clips already    
        attached. bull dog variety is easiest. 
 * Heavy clips to hold the paper in place, if your board does not have them
         already. [bankers clips & rubber bands workk too
 * Optional;
        watercolor pencils, watercolor crayons, brushes 
        portfolio
 * A bag or box for your supplies. Many people use tackle boxes or plastic
         tool boxes. Those made for art supplies are much more expensive.
