MATERIALS LIST

Coupons for Masterpiece Art Supply of Clearwater are located in our DFAC class catalogue
COLORED PENCIL SET — at least a 36 - 48 pencil set

Recommended: Sanford Prismacolor, Derwent Artist, Studio or Coloursoft, Lyra Rembrandt Polycolor, Faber-Castell Polychromos, Caran d’Ache Pablo, or Blick Studio. (Not watercolor pencils. Avoid “school” brands- Crayola, Prang, Basics, ColErase or Scholar.) 
Prismacolor and Lyra sets and open stock are at Masterpiece Art, NE Coachman & Belcher, Clearwater (727-791-3693). Other brands available at Pearl Art Supplies, Tampa (813-354-8555), AOE Supply, north Tampa (813-989-0302) or by mail order (Blick Art Materials –dickblick.com; Art Supply Warehouse - aswexpress.com; Jerry’s Artarama - jerrysartarama.com). Sets may be available at Office Depot or Staples. Michaels and JoAnn Fabric & Crafts also carry Prismacolors and some Derwent sets — use coupons if shopping there.
“ERASERSTIK” or “PERFECTION” ERASER

A typing/ink eraser that sharpens like a pencil. These may be available in class.
KNEADED ERASER

GRAPHITE DRAWING PENCILS


H or HB (#2) lead or whatever you prefer

DRAWING PAPER or BOARD


The most basic choice is a pad of vellum (not “smooth”) bristol paper, 11 x 14". Other choices include cold-press illustration board, and colored pastel papers such as Canson Mi-Tientes.  Plain sketchbook paper is not recommended for colored pencil, but can be used for working out ideas or preliminary drawing.

PENCIL SHARPENER


The only portable electric worth buying is the Panasonic KP-4A. It uses 4 AA's and costs under $20 at Masterpiece Art. Panasonic's plug-ins are excellent too.

MASKING TAPE

OPTIONAL SUPPLIES (nice to have but NOT necessary):


Colorless blender pencils: Derwent or Prismacolor Colorless Blender or Lyra "Splender" blender


X-Acto knife (or similar small craft knife)


colorless blender markers (made by Prismacolor and others)


popsicle stick


golf tee (yes, really!)


chamois (a piece about 6" square)


various other erasers (one will be available for sale in class)


tracing paper


graphite transfer paper (works like carbon paper to transfer drawings to a fresh             
sheet of paper- buy only Saral or Sally brand, some others are not erasable.)


blending stump (pointed blending tool made of tightly rolled paper)


workable fixative ( recommended to prevent “bloom” on finished work)

You may want to have an outline drawing ready before class.  Don't plan to draw “out of your head!”  Bring good, clear, large enough photos or actual objects.  A still life setup or photo file will be available during class if you don't bring your own ideas.
