SKETCH PAD (all purpose white) 50-80 lb. 18”X24” Biggie by Canson has 50 lb. 125 sheets, ($17.67)

NEWSPRINT PAD 18”X24” (rough surface holds charcoal best but smooth surface is cheaaper and

works well with most other media.

ASSORTED GRAPHITE SKETCHING PENCILS (HB, 4B and 6B)

CHARCOAL STICKS OR VINE (one packet) or (you can get a whole box of medium Willow sticks)

Charcoal and graphite pencils have a range of darkness: (easy to erase)

(HB; 2B; 4B; and 6B.) The 6B is the darkest and softer to work with. )

graphite also comes in stick form and as a woodless pencil as well.

Compressed charcoal is an intense black that adheres to paper more than charcoal

not as easily erasable as charcoal but great for strong shading

Conte crayon (comes in stick form in white, brown, sepia and black).

The blacks come (HB; 2B; 4B; or 6B. with 6B the darkest and softest
