Coupons for Masterpiece Art Supply of Clearwater are located in our DFAC class catalogue
Black ink Pens- 2 or 3 or a set

For simplicity, I recommend any of these disposable technical pens- they are artist-quality hard point pens. (Some are available individually, others in sets.) The first three are probably the easiest to find and all are good. 
Most of these pens are available in colors, but we are primarily interested in black ink. Some samples will be given out in class.

Other brands include: Rapidograph Rotring, Techliner, Staedler Pigment Liner, Sakura Microperm, Grumbacher Artist Pen 
Note: We are not talking about standard markers, school markers, calligraphy pens or brush pens although those may be used as well! 
If you prefer, you may bring refillable technical pens such as Rapidographs with appropriate (waterproof black) ink. Care and handling of these pens will be discussed as needed.

You should get at least two point sizes, fine and medium, such as :


Pigma Micron: 02 or 03 and 05


Faber Castell: S (superfine), F (fine)

Prismacolor: 01, 03, 05



Availability:
Try Masterpiece Art Supplies or check the drafting supply sections of Office Depot and Staples. Also should be available at Michaels, JoAnn’s, Pearl Art or AOE Supply in Tampa. 

One or two pencils (hard or HB) 

Kneaded eraser
Smooth drawing paper - smooth surface bristol is recommended. 

Bring one or two sheets (or a  pad), 9 x 12 or 11 x 14" for your project

Optional: Several sheets plain paper, such as printer/copier paper, for exercises


(If you have it, Bienfang Graphics 360 or other marker paper is excellent for this.)

Optional: Colored pens, markers, inks or watercolors with brushes.
