 As the title says, Sessions I and II will encourage you to create a body of work that relates one to the other, seeing the same basic subject in different ways. (Each session  is conducted independently  and necessary explanations will be given to new students in session II. )The development of a series will be started by each student selecting subject matter that is of current interest, and gradually trying some new approaches to that subject. This is a way to push further into possibilities and to find   a unique way of seeing. This class isn’t for those who want exact photographic reproduction but for those who want to try to work more abstractly... By “abstract”, I mean using observable forms but allowing for rearranging and simplification of these forms...  Color, line and composition will be stressed.   There is no compulsion to work a particular way, but I will occasionally make available exercises, for you or for the group to try, using simple materials, which could then be tried with one or many of the paintings in your series.      If this approach appeals to you, please do sign up.

 1.   A large palette: 18 x 24  (freezer paper covering any
 stiff  backing material using tape 
       works well)   NOTE;  When preparing your palette; lay
 out a generous amount of all 
 colors, light to dark, IN THE SAME SEQUENCE EACH TIME. 
 It’s a helpful habit.
 
 2     6  stretched canvases  , of the same size    (16”x
 20”, at least)
 
 3.    Paint;..acrylic or oil with medium  (if using oil,
 use Turpenoid, please)
