You should have an adequate assortment of soft pastels in any brand you are accustomed to using with a wide range of colors and values—plenty of dark, mid, and light values.  (If you need to purchase more pastels, I can advise you.  727-366-6477)

Brands I recommend:  Faber Castell, NuPastel, Sennelier, Unison, Mount Vision, Rembrandt

You will also need:

9 x 12” pad of Canson Mi Tientes Pastel Paper -- Assorted  Colors
(We use this for color studies)

A half sheet (18x24) of  Wallis Professional White Sanded Pastel Paper

(Ask Masterpiece Supply to cut this into 4 sheets, each 9 x 12”)

(We use this for finished paintings)
1 soft lead pencil – 4, 6, 8, or 9B  

(I use a 9B Cretacolor Monolith woodless graphite pencil) 

Spiral-bound sketch book   5.5 x 8.5” (or whatever you already have)

A stiff drawing board like Plexiglas, masonite or ¼” foam core, at least 12x15” to use as a support while painting.  Masterpiece Art Supply has Field Sketch Boards in different sizes:   the 15 x 16” with metal clamp is ideal.  

Kneaded eraser, pencil sharpener, masking tape, paper towel, small box of aluminum foil, old newspaper.

**Bring photographs or pictures or a simple still life set up of what you want to work on at the start of the first class.
