SPECIAL NOTE: Registered students will meet at DFAC on Friday, January 25 at 2 pm for a free guided tour of the MASF exhibit with the instructor. Questions about materials or subject matter can be discussed then.

This class is designed for any medium, so bring the basics of what you prefer. See below for additional suggestions.

Remember when planning your surfaces that frame sizes will be about 4 x 6” or 5 x 7”, so even scraps of good quality paper can be used!

Pre-cut pieces of IVORINE and POLYMIN (specialty surfaces suitable for painting—any medium), sanding film, and assorted very small brushes (also suitable for any medium) will be available for sale (for about $2.50 each).

For Drawing and Colored Pencil:

· Good quality drawing paper (can be cut to size in class) Acceptable surfaces may include Stonehenge, Canson Mi-Teintes, museum board or bristol (“vellum” surface is probably better than “smooth”) 

· Pencil sharpener (VERY important at this scale, unless you are using mechanical pencils! Panasonic electric sharpeners are recommended)

· Erasers

For Pastel:

· Your favorite surface may be fine, but consider that the coarser surfaces may not allow you to get very fine details. (Canson Mi-Teintes is reliable, UArt sanded paper in 800 grade is also good)

· Pastel pencils can be especially useful, but regular pastels also work.

· Sandpaper or knife to shape points could be very helpful

For Painting:
· Your usual painting colors and palette (small palettes are very appropriate here) 

· Brushes — even larger sizes are fine, so long as they have good points or edges.

· Don’t forget containers for paint thinner or water and paper towels or rags.

· Oil painters should bring odorless mineral spirits (not turpentine) as solvent; please use a re-sealable container. Alkyd mediums such as Liquin or Galkyd are recommended to speed drying time for glazes.

· Color Shapers or a wipe out tool can be very useful with any wet medium

Watercolor: 
Your preferred paper, can be cut to size in class 
Oil or Acrylic:

Small canvases or canvas panels (5 x 7” or 4 x 6”) may be OK, but avoid cheap, coarsely woven canvases. Gessoed illustration board can be a fine starter surface. Primed hardboard panels are also good.
General items that you may find very helpful:


Drawing pencils and erasers


Transfer paper
Acid-free Foamcore (useful as a base for Ivorine or Polymin)

Masking tape 
X-Acto or similar knife 


Very fine grain sandpaper 


Magnifying glass (It depends on your eyesight whether you’ll really need one or not!)
Bring subject matter references—good quality photos, larger sizes preferred, or still life props

Consider that, in general, things in an image will be scaled to less than 1/6 of actual size, but you need to be able to see details in your references in order to paint or draw them.
