MATERIALS LIST

Coupons for Masterpiece Art Supply of Clearwater are located in our DFAC class catalogue
Three objects for a still life and a piece of cloth to place with them 

(The objects could be fruits or vegetables, natural or man-made items. I suggest a pillowcase, sheet, scarf, or fabric remnant for the fabric.)

Several photos of potential subjects for artwork

Sketch pad or plain white paper

2 - 3 sheets of Bristol paper - vellum or smooth surface, 9 x 12" or 11 x 14"

Drawing pencils – Ebony sketching pencils or several graphite pencils of varying hardness/softness. Be sure to have at least one that is very soft (4B, 5B or 6B).

Kneaded eraser

Scissors

Glue stick (preferably the repositionable type)

12 or 18" ruler
Drafting triangle (recommend about 10" size.  You'll wonder how you could 

ever get by without one!) Available with school or drafting supplies.
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A small set (8 - 12 colors or more) of any color medium, with brush if needed
(Can be watercolors, colored or watercolor pencils, markers, pastels or oil pastels – even crayons would probably work!) 
One black marker with a brush tip 
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
