If you already have a supply of water color paints, bring them and any other painting supplies you may have.
If you DO NOT have paint, please DO NOT buy any. I will have paint and paper for everyone for the first class meeting.

At the first class, we will discuss paint and other supplies, and I’ll have a list of suppliers in the area as well as catalog sources.

There are some supplies you may already have. If you have any or all of the following, bring them:

A three ring binder or spiral notebook: a writing pen and pencil; a large clear plastic container for water (at least quart size):

Scissors: a 12” ruler; a 20X22” waterproof “board” to which you may tape your paper: some paper towels; facial tissue; masking tape; a spray bottle; a sketch pad (at least 9”X12”), any watercolor brushes you may have already. 

We will discuss paper, brushes, paint, etc. in the first class, so please resist the temptation to buy before hand.
