For Susan Huskey Woas’ classes

Below is a list of the watercolor supplies that I use. This is not, by any means, the only set of colors and brushes that you can use. If you already have good selection of watercolor supplies, just bring ‘em in. Otherwise, this list will be a good guideline as to what you need to paint with watercolors.

Colors:

Basically, you need a variety of reds, blues, yellows, and perhaps a few neutrals. Orange is difficult to obtain with mixing, violet is nice to work with, and throw in your favorite green.

These are the colors I have on my palette:

New Gamboge

Aureolin 

Quinacridone Gold

Cadmium Orange

Yellow Ochre (or Raw Sienna)

BLUE FAMILY

Cobalt Blue

Ultramarine Blue

Prussian Blue

Cadmium Red

RED FAMILY
Winsor Red

Permanent Rose

Quinacridone Magenta 

NEUTRALS

Indigo

Brown Madder (or Burnt Sienna)

OTHER

Winsor Green (or Viridian)

Brushes:

You want to have soft, resilient hairs, in natural, synthetic, or a blend.

Brands: Winsor Newton, Robert Simmons, Black Gold, Grumbacher, etc.

FLATS

1” Aquarelle

½” Aquarelle

2” Wash brush

ROUNDS

Large Round size 26 to 36

Medium rounds size 6 to 8, and 10 to 12

Small riggers (also script, liners, etc) size 1 to 6

BRISTLE

2 or 3 short-haired bristle brushes (for scrubbing)

PAPER: 

140lb. cold press watercolor paper -- Winsor Newton or d’Arches


(Paper can be purchased from the instructor, if desired)

Palette:

Choose a palette with square slants for colors and plenty of areas for mixing washes.

 Please avoid the palettes with spherical depressions for colors! 

My favorites:

The Zoltan Szabo palette has lots of slants for washes and color mixing.

The Eldajon palette had 3 large slants for color mixing.

Other good ones:

John Pike and Robert Wood palettes have large flat areas for color mixing.

If you get one of the last two, bring a few small cups in which to mix large washes.

Other Equipment

· 4 bulldog clips

· Drawing pencils, 2B to 4B

· Pencil sharpener or knife

· Magic Rub eraser OR Kneaded eraser

· Flat cellulose sponge (not foam)

· Natural sponge (from the Tarpon Springs sponge docks, if you like)

· Apron or smock

· Board for watercolor

· Paper towels or rags

· Newspaper section

· 2 large water containers

· Something in which to carry the gear
