Supplies needed for Teen Photo class:

A 35mm camera/lens with f-stop and automatic speed  and manual adjustments

(Make sure you have fresh batteries, and if you have a manual that came with the camera, bring that also. If you can read it before you come, that helps.)

Black and White film   You can purchase at a store a Tri-X film 

   Or go to http://www.freestylephoto.biz  and purchase

   What we use in camp:  

    Arista EDU 400 speed B & W film

   You will need about a dozen rolls of film

    Or go to www.bhphotovideo.com  to purchase supplies

Paper: You will need a package of RC paper. 8 x 10. You can go through paper quickly, so buy at least 100 sheets. If you want 5 x 7”, get some of that too. You will need the larger size for contact sheets and it works for cutting down for smaller if you want smaller prints.

Here is what we use here in the lab for Art Squad Camp: 

Arista EDU Ultra VC RC Glossy or semi matt
And a package of negative holders:

Clear File Archival Plus Negative Pages 35mm holds 6 strips of 6 negatives 
(Each one holds a roll of film, so the small package is all you will need.)

The class supplies the rest of the equipment and chemicals needed.
