REGISTRATION POLICIES

Advance registration required for all classes.

Registration fees must be paid in full in advance of first class sessio. Classes fill on a first come, first served payment basis.

Tuition NON-REFUNDABLE, except when class is cancelled by DFAC.

No transfers permitted after start of class session.

No class credits given for unattended classes. (Individual exceptions granted for medical emergencies with written verification.)

4 week limit on requests for pro-rated class fees - Instructor approval required. (An adminstration fee will apply.)

Classes require a minimum enrollment of 6 students to go forward and the maximum number of students varies per class.

Students are encouraged to verify status of all classes prior to attending first class meeting.

Instructors are paid on a per student basis.

Art Center members receive discounts on all classes and workshops.

Although, we offer specific programming especially for Teens, students 13 years and up are eligible to take most adult classes. Signed parental
consent is required for students under 18 participating in life drawing courses in which a model is used.

Students are responsible for obtaining and providing materials for classes unless otherwise indicated. Materials lists for all classes and
workshops will be posted online at www.dfac.org or available at DFAC upon request for those without computer access.

Workshops are offered for those who are unable to commit to a weekly class. They are typically offered on a 1/2-day, full day, 2-day or week-long
basis. Tuition covers the cost of instruction for a specified date or dates.

DFAC offers selected classes for college credit through Eckerd College’s Program for Experienced Learners (PEL). For-credit classes can be
identified by the initials PEL in the class title.
